CHARACTERS:

Cameron: Friend who is tired of waiting for Justin
to wrap up his call to his girlfriend. Finds out
he is dating the same girl. He is the first to
break it off with her.
Jonathan: Another friend who is also tired of
Justin’s lengthy phone call. He also finds out
that he’s dating the same girl.

SETTING:
The three guys are over at Justin’s house.

Justin is on the phone with his new girlfriend.
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JUSTIN: No, I love you more. No, really. You can’t love me more,
because I love you so much. | miss you too.

CAMERON: (To JONATHAN) Not again. Who is it this week?
Wasn't it just Leslie?

JONATHAN: Dude, where have you been? That was like two
weeks ago. | think he went with a girl named Alicia after
that!

CAMERON: (Sarcastically) Sorry. 1 don’t keep up with Justin’s
girlfriends.

CAMERON: Who can?

JUSTIN: No, I really love you more. You could never love me
more, 'cause I love you more than anything and you can't
love someone more than that.

CAMERON: Get off the phone already!

JUSTIN: OK, I gotta go. I'll call you in a few minutes. I love you
soooo much! I'll miss you so much. I'll think of you every

minute until we talk again. I'll be counting the minutes that
we aren’t talking. I love you. (Makes kissing noises into
phone.)

CAMERON: Finally! Gosh, we can actually do something now!

JUSTIN: No, I'll miss you more ... (JONATHAN grabs the phone
out of JUSTIN's hands and hangs up.) Hey! (Tries to grab phone
back.)

CAMERON: Give it a rest, OK?

JUSTIN: Why would you do that? Now I have to call her back
and tell her that you hung up on her. She’ll think I did it!
Oh, man, | hope she’s not mad!

JONATHAN: I think she’ll live.

CAMERON: We're ready to play video games or something, not
listen to you go on about how much you love and miss this
girl.

JONATHAN: Dude, you've been on the phone all day.

JUSTIN: And if it wasn’t for you, I'd be on there for two days. |
could talk to her all week. She's awesome. She's so
amazing. I can talk to her about anything.

(CAMERCON
and JONATHAN laugh.)

JONATHAN: Well, just looking at your past girlfriends, it
wouldn’t surprise me if this girl was the biggest nerd in the
school. Just look at Leslie: ma jor teacher’s pet. Knows all
the answers. Never does anything wrong. You dated her, so
there’s no telling what you think is hot.

JUSTIN: Leslie wasn’t the teacher’s pet. She was just a good
student who liked her teachers and they liked her back. Is
there a problem with being a good student?

CAMERON: To cheat off of, no. To date, yes.

JONATHAN: Yeah, for real. You like your friends — who are girls
— to have brains. Not your girlfriends.

JUSTIN: She really wasn’t that smart if you think about it.

JONATHAN: Are we talking about the same person? Captain of
the BETA club, Academic team officer, President of the
Student Council, plays no sports, unless you count the
Leader of the Science Club as a sport. Plus, she brings the
teachers muffins every morning. (Sarcastically) You're right.

CAMERON: Are you sure? You said that about Stephanie, too,
after the fourth time you went out. You probably still aren't
over Stephanie and you’ll probably be back to Leslie.
(CAMERON and JONATHAN laugh.)

JUSTIN: I am over her. | have Alexis. Alexis and I aren’t going
to be like that. We're going to be together forever, | know it.

JONATHAN: What did you say her name was? Alexis?

JUSTIN: Yeah. What’s wrong with that? Gosh, is this about the
Alexis 1 went out with in sixth grade, because that was a
long time ago.
