Cast: Kori, Alex, Jeff
Setting: At Jeff and Kori’s house

Prop: Calendar

ALEX: So, Rita says that she can’t go out with me because
she’s busy tonight.

JEFF: Busy. The death word.

ALEX: I don’t know. I've tried everything, but I don’t seem
to be able to get anywhere.

JEFF: Why bother? It’s a losing proposition.

ALEX: Women are shallow. They only want guys who are
good looking and spend a lot of money.

JEFF: Don’t I know it? I took Sarah out last weekend. I
couldn’t believe she ordered the lobster.

ALEX: Well, that’s your fault. You shouldn’t have taken her
to a restaurant that expensive.

JEFF: It’s what she expected.

ALEX: They all expect it.

JEFF: And that Krista. If you asked her to the Prom she’d
probably want a helicopter to take you there instead of
a limo.

ALEX: They're all alike. (He looks over at KORI who is shaking
her head just noticeably.) What? You don’t agree?

KORI: Saying all women are alike is the same as saying all
men are alike. I'm not like that.

JEFF: Yeah, but you're different. You're my sister.

ALEX: And my friend.

KORI: I'm still a woman.

JEFF: Face it, Kori. There aren’t many like vou.

ALEX: Really. If you weren’t already going with Brent, I'd
ask you out myself.

JEFF: I'd ask you out, but people might talk. Incest, you
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know, is frowned upon in this region.

KORI: You are both stupid.

ALEX: Hey, here we are saying nice things about you, and
vou call us stupid.

KORI: That’s because you are. You sit here talking aboul
women in general and saying all these negative things.
Not everyone is like Krista, you know. In fact, she is the
exception.

JEFF: Name someone who isn’t that way.

KORI: What about Frances?

ALEX: Frances Stroller??? Jeff, she wants us to ask oul
Frances Stroller.

JEFF: Kori, my silly little sister, Frances Stroller is not
exactly what we are looking for.

KORI: Why? What's wrong with her?

ALEX: She’s just not our type.

KORI: What exactly is your type?

JEFF: Have you seen Bavwalch?

KORI: Oh, veah, that’ll happen.

ALEX: It’s what we aspire to.

JEFF: And Frances, sorry to say, will never frolic on the
beach with me ...

ALEX: Let’s get a mental picture of her in a thong bikini ...

JEFF: I'm blind! I'm blind!!

KORI: You two deserve what you get.

ALEX: What? Why?

KORI: Because Frances is a great person. She’s cute, nice,
funny, fun to be with. But no, you don’t like her.

ALEX: I didn't say I didn’t like her. I said I don’t like her.

KORI: No one is telling you to marry her and have her bear
vour children. You just might consider asking her out.

JEFF: “B” list, Kori, “B” list.

KORI: So? What’s the big deal? So she’s not going (o be
Homecoming Queen. She’s nice.

ALEX: If I want nice I will go out with you. I want hot.
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JEFF: And while Frances may be many things ...

ALEX: A tad overweight being one of them ...

KORI: And sweet being another ...

ALEX and JEFF: She is not hot.

KORI: You know, that’s what I love about you guys. You are
always putting down girls, saying that they only want to
go out with the rich, good looking guys, and here you
are doing exactly the same thing. It's stupid.

ALEX: So, what are you saying, Kori?

KORI: How can I make this any clearer? There are plenty of
attractive nice women out there who would love to do
something other than sit at home on a Saturday night
watching MTV. But no, you don’t think they are hot.

JEFF: Kori, my pet, you are missing the point entirely.

KORI: I think I have hit the point on the head. You just
think vou are too good for anyone who isn’t gorgeous,
built like a brick house and just this side of easy.

JEFF: I see you do get the point.

KORI: Well, fine, you just keep up with that attitude. We'll

see how far you get with it. You know, there are a lot of

really nice girls who would love to go out with you.

JEFF: Can you blame them?

KORI: At this moment in time, I can say I don’t understand
why. You are being so stupid.

JEFF: Stupid? Because I don’t want to go out with Fat
Frances?

ALEX: We seem to be doing OK.

KORI: Do vou Alex? Do you really?

ALEX: I think so.

KORI: So, when is the last time you had a date?

ALEX: Just last week.

KORI: With Rita, right?

ALEX: Yes, Rita. Why?

KORI: And how was it.

ALEX: I...uh ... I'd prefer not to Kiss and tell.
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KORI: There’s nothing to tell because there was no Kissing.

ALEX: And how do you know?

KORI: Because I was with Rita the next day and she told
me. She said that you were nice, but not her type.

ALEX: I'm not good enough for her, huh?

JEFF: See, Kori. See, il’s just like we said.

KORI: No, that’s not what I meant. She said that you were
very nice, but she wants someone who wants a mature
relationship.

ALEX: Oh, so I'm immature now, huh?

KORI: Think about it, Alex. What did you do on your date?

Then she had to drive you two home
because you had too much to drink.

JEFF: Oh, veah, she did drive me home.

ALEX: Oh yeah.

KORI: This is not the mark of a mature man.

JEFF: We were having a little fun. So what?

ALEX: I mean, if she’s going to get all freaked out by a little
harmless fun ...

KORI: Alex, idiot. You took this girl out. You were
responsible for her well-being. And what did you do?
What you would do any weekend. Hung with vour
friends, acted like a jerk and then collapsed in a car
driven by someone who wasn’t drinking.

11 KORI: She’s too good for you. 11 (JEFF and ALEX start to laugh that “Women are stupid
12 JEFF: Oh, hey, thanks a lot. 12 laugh as the scene ends.)

13 KORI: I'm serious. You two sit here talking about girls and
14 how bad they treat you. I don’t blame them.

15 JEFF: Thanks a lot.

16 ALEX: Great sister you have there, Jeff.

17 KORI: I'm serious. I sat here listening to you two whine and

18 moan about how mistreated you are. I almost felt sorry
19 for you. But now that I think about it, no, I don’t.

20 JEFF: What did we do thal was so horrible?

21 KORI: Nothing. That’s just it. You don’t do anything. You

22 both sit around here whining like little brats and
23 vou're worse than the girls you talk about.

24 ALEX: Thanks a lot.
25 KORI: You both need to do some serious growing up. You

26 know, at first when I was talking to Rita, I tried to
27 defend you, to explain that you were just in a party
28 mood. That that was why you ignored her at Nick’s
29 party.
